ST . FRANCIS DE SALES 
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January 24 

St. Francis de Sales was born in 
France in 1567. He became bishop 
of Geneva a primarily Calvinistic 
area. Amid the chaos following 
the Protestant revolt, he was a 
missionary known for gentleness 
and patience. His book,  
Introduction to the Devout Life, 
is still in print. He died in 1622 
and was named a Doctor of 
Church in 1877.
