She 
founded of the Sisters of the Blessed Sacrament. Katherine was born into a 
wealthy family, but  chose to use her money to help open dozens of missions and 
schools that primarily served the poor Native and African Americans. She  
established the first Catholic University for African Americans in New Orleans. 
She died at the age of 96 in 1955.
