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Catholic Schools in the Diocese of Superior are a mission of the Church entrusted by Jesus Christ to instill 
Catholic faith and morals in our students.  Within community, our schools prepare students spiritually, 

academically, and physically to proclaim and live out the Good News in preparation for eternal life. 
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INTRODUCTION 
 
Catholic Schools are a mission of the Church instituted by Jesus Christ.  In companionship with the parents, the first educators of their children, 

Catholic schools must help to educate children in the Catholic faith.  To do this every school must provide an environment that puts Christ at the 

center.  The catechesis that takes place within the religion curriculum of the school and throughout the entire academic curriculum needs to: 

¶ Promote knowledge of the faith; 

¶ Promote knowledge of the meaning of the Liturgy and the sacraments; 

¶ Promote moral formation in Jesus Christ; 

¶ Teach the Christian how to pray with Christ; 

¶ Prepare the Christian to live in community and to participate actively in the life and mission of the Church 

¶ Promote a missionary spirit that prepares the faithful to be present as Christians in society.   
(National Directory of Catechesis #20) 

 

The religion curriculum is meant to be both an academic requirement as well as an overview of the values and concepts taught throughout 

all the curriculum and daily activities of the school day.  Therefore, all the items listed may not be taught in the once-a-day religion class, but 

may also be spread throughout other subjects every school needs to identify the subject in which the items of this curriculum will be taught. 

 

When a child is baptized, he/she enters a relationship with Jesus and becomes a member of the Church community.  At the same time, parents and 

the parish community, including the school catechists and teachers, assume the responsibility to nurture the childŪs growth in faith.  This shared 

responsibility continues until the child is ready to enter fully into the ChurchŪs life and mission at Confirmation. 

 

NATIONAL CATHOLIC STANDARDS 
 

Young people of the third millennium must be a source of energy and leadership in our Church and our nation. Therefore, we must provide young 

people with an academically rigorous and doctrinally sound program of education and faith formation designed to strengthen their union with Christ 

and his Church. Catholic schools collaborate with parents and guardians in raising and forming their children as families struggle with the changing 

and challenging cultural and moral contexts in which they find themselves. Catholic schools provide young people with sound Church teaching 

through a broad-based curriculum, where faith and culture are intertwined in all areas of a school's life. By equipping our young people with a sound 

education, rooted in the Gospel message, the Person of Jesus Christ, and rich in the cherished traditions and liturgical practices of our faith, we 

ensure that they have the foundation to live morally and uprightly in our complex modern world.  This unique Catholic identity makes our Catholic 

elementary and secondary schools "Schools for the human person" and allows them to fill a critical role in the future life of our Church, our country, 

and our world. (The Catholic School on the Threshold of the Third Millennium, 1997, no.9) 

 

An excellent Catholic school is guided and driven by a clearly communicated mission that embraces a Catholic Identity rooted in Gospel values, 

centered on the Eucharist, and committed to faith formation, academic excellence and service. 

 

An excellent Catholic school adhering to mission provides a rigorous academic program for religious studies and catechesis in the Catholic faith, set 

within a total academic curriculum that integrates faith, culture, and life. 

 

An excellent Catholic school adhering to mission provides opportunities outside the classroom for student faith formation, participation in liturgical 

and communal prayer, and action in service of social justice. 

 

An excellent Catholic school adhering to mission provides opportunities for adult faith formation and action in service of social justice. 

 

An excellent Catholic school has a clearly articulated, rigorous curriculum aligned with relevant standards, 21st century skills, and Gospel values, 

implemented through effective instruction. 

 

READING THIS DOCUMENT 
 

This curriculum is divided into sections pertinent to the pillars of the Catholic ChurchŲ 

A. Creed ŧ offers the theological basis for the practices of the Catholic faith. 

B. Scripture ŧ offers the knowledge of how to locate and reflect on scripture while relating it to life experiences. 

C. Life in Christ ŧ offers the practices in which the values and morals of our faith are exemplified 

D. Liturgy/Prayer ŧ offers guidance to the spiritual practice of our faith 

E. Sacraments ŧ offers the specific emphasis for practicing the sacraments of the Church 
 

The objectives listed for each grade level are expected knowledge outcomes that should be assessed within the grade level identified.  If 

more than one grade level is identified, this knowledge should be assessed by the end of the grade-band.  
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INSTRUCTIONAL RESOURCES AND REFERENCES 
 

Because of the shared responsibility between parents and teachers to catechize, the textbook is not the sole source of catechesis.  All major 

textbook publishers deal with the topics identified in this curriculum.  However, no single textbook series follows the curriculum precisely.  Therefore, 

to provide consistency and continuity in scope and sequence, it is best to use the same major textbook series with related support materials 

for each grade.  In this way a majority of the curriculum will be covered by the textbook.  All texts used to teach the curriculum must be on the 

USCCB Conformity Listing of Catechetical Texts and Series.     

 

This curriculum cross-references with the Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC).  The Catechism of the Catholic Church is a statement of the 

ChurchŪs faith and of Catholic doctrine, attested to or illuminated by Sacred Scripture, the Apostolic Tradition and the ChurchŪs Magisterium.  It is the 

sure norm for teaching the faith and thus a valid and legitimate instrument for ecclesial communion.  (Pope John Paul II, 1992) 

 

In addition to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, this document also sites scripture passages, the Catechetical Formation in Chaste Living: 

Guidelines for Curriculum Design and Publication (CFCL) created by the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops; the Diocese of Superior 

Creating Safe and Sacred Places for Children and Youth resource binder implementation of the U.S. BishopsŪ: Promise to Protect, Pledge to Heal; 

and the Vianney Vocations Curriculum Objectives. 

 

CANONICAL RULES 
 

Under the guidance of the bishop, concern for catechesis belongs to all members of the Church according to each oneŪs role. (Can. 774 §1) 

 

Parents or sponsors/guardians are obliged to form their children by word and example in faith and in the practice of Christian life. (Can. 774 §2) 

 

The diocesan bishop issues norms for catechetics. (Can. 775 §1) 

 

Attentive to the norms established by the diocesan bishop, a pastor (or other parish pastoral leader) is to ensure that: 

¶ suitable catechesis is imparted for the celebration of the sacraments; 

¶ through catechetical instruction imparted for an appropriate period of time children are prepared properly for the first reception of the 

sacraments of penance and the Most Holy Eucharist and for the sacrament of confirmation; 

¶ having received first communion, these children are enriched more fully and deeply through catechetical formation; 

¶ catechetical instruction is given also to those who are physically or mentally impeded, insofar as their condition permits; 

¶ the faith of youth and adults is strengthened, enlightened, and developed through various means and endeavors. (Can. 777) 

 

Catechetical instruction is to be given by using all helps, teaching aids, and instruments of social communication which seem more effective so that 

the faithful, in a manner adapted to their character, capabilities and age, and conditions of life, are able to learn Catholic doctrine more fully and put it 

into practice more suitably. (Can. 779) 

 

The diocesan bishop is to ensure that catechists are prepared to fulfill their function properly, namely, that continuing formation is made available to 

them, that they understand the doctrine of the Church appropriately, and that they learn in theory and in practice the methods proper to the teaching 

disciplines.  (Can. 780) 

 

Since true education must strive for complete formation of the human person that looks to his or her final end as well as to the common good of 

societies, children and youth are to be nurtured in such a way that they are able to develop their physical, moral, and intellectual talents 

harmoniously, acquire a more perfect sense of responsibility and right use of freedom, and are formed to participate actively in social life. (Can. 795) 

 

The instruction and education in a Catholic school must be grounded in the principles of Catholic doctrine; teachers are to be outstanding in correct 

doctrine and integrity of life.  (Can. 803 §2) 

 

The Catholic religious instruction and education which are imparted in any schools whatsoever or are provided through the various instruments of 
social communication are subject to the authority of the Church. It is for the conference of bishops to issue general norms about this field of action 

and for the diocesan bishop to regulate and watch over it. (Can. 804 §1) 

 

The local ordinary is to be concerned that those who are designated teachers of religious instruction in schools, even in non-Catholic ones, are 

outstanding in correct doctrine, the witness of a Christian life, and teaching skill. (Can 804 §2) 
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For his own diocese, the local ordinary has the right to appoint or approve teachers of religion and even to remove them or demand that they be 

removed if a reason of religion or morals requires it. (Can. 805) 

 

The diocesan bishop has the right to watch over and visit the Catholic schools in his territory, even those which members of religious institutes have 

founded or direct. He also issues prescripts which pertain to the general regulation of Catholic schools; these prescripts are valid also for schools 

which these religious direct, without prejudice, however, to their autonomy regarding the internal direction of their schools. (Can. 806 §1) 

 

Directors of Catholic schools are to take care under the watchfulness of the local ordinary that the instruction which is given in them is at least as 

academically distinguished as that in the other schools of the area. (Can. 807 §2) 

 

DEFINING CHARACTERISTICS OF A CATHOLIC SCHOOL 
 

The Defining Characteristics flow directly from the Holy SeeŪs teaching on Catholic schools as compiled by Archbishop J. Michael Miller, CSB (The 

Holy SeeŪs Teaching on Catholic Schools, 2006), and from statements by Pope Benedict XVI and the American bishops.   

 

Centered in the Person of Jesus Christ 

Catholic education is rooted in the conviction that Jesus Christ provides the most comprehensive and compelling example of the realization of full 

human potential.  (The Catholic School, 34, 35)  In every aspect of programs, life, and activities, Catholic schools should foster a personal 

relationship with Jesus Christ and communal witness to the Gospel message of love of God and neighbor and service to the world, especially the 

poor and marginalized.  (Miller, 2006, pp. 25ŧ26) 

 

Contributing to the Evangelizing Mission of the Church 

By reason of its educational activity, Catholic schools participate directly and in a privileged way in the evangelizing mission of the church (The 

Catholic School, 9; The Catholic School on the Threshold of the Third Millennium, 5, 11; The Religious Dimensions of Education in a Catholic 

School, 33).  As an ecclesial entity where faith, culture, and life are brought into harmony, the Catholic school should be a place of real and specified 

pastoral ministry in communion with the local Bishop. (The Catholic School, 44; The Catholic School on the Threshold of the Third Millennium, 14; 

The Religious Dimension of Education in a Catholic School, 34;)  The environment in Catholic schools should express the signs of Catholic culture, 

physically, and visibly (The Religious Dimension of Education in a Catholic School; Miller, 2006, p. 40). 

 

Distinguished by Excellence 

Church documents, history, and practices, supported by Canon Law, establish that first and foremost a Catholic school is characterized by 

excellence.  Consistent with the defining characteristics, Catholic schools should implement on-going processes and structures and gather evidence 

to ensure excellence in every aspect of its programs, life, and activities (Gravissimum Educationis 8 and 9; Code of Canon Law, Canon 806 #2). 

 

Committed to Educate the Whole Child 

Catholic school education is rooted in the conviction that human beings have a transcendent destiny, and that education for the whole person must 

form the spiritual, intellectual, physical, psychological, social, moral, aesthetic and religious capacities of each child.  Catholic schools should develop 

and implement academic, co-curricular, faith-formation, and service/ministry programs to educate the whole child in all these dimensions (The 

Catholic School, 29). 

 

Steeped in a Catholic Worldview 

Catholic education aims at the integral formation of the human person, which includes Ŭpreparation for professional life, formation of ethical and 

social awareness, developing awareness of the transcendental, and religious educationŭ (The Catholic School, 31).  All curriculum and instruction in 

a Catholic school should foster:  the desire to seek wisdom and truth, the preference for social justice, the discipline to become self-learners, the 

capacity to recognize ethical and moral grounding for behavior, and the responsibility to transform and enrich the world with Gospel values. The 

Catholic school should avoid the error that its distinctiveness rests solely on its religious education program (Miller, 2006, pp. 43ŧ45, 52). 

 

Sustained by Gospel Witness 

Catholic schools pay attention to the vocation of teachers and their participation in the ChurchŪs evangelizing mission.  (The Catholic School on the 

Threshold of the Third Millennium, 19; Lay Catholics in Schools, 37) A Catholic educator is a role model for students and gives testimony by his or 

her life and commitment to mission (Benedict XVI, June, 2005; Miller, 2006, p. 53).  As much as possible, Catholic schools should recruit teachers 

who are practicing Catholics, who can understand and accept the teachings of the Catholic Church and the moral demands of the Gospel, and who 

can contribute to the achievement of the schoolŪs Catholic identity and apostolic goals, including participation in the schoolŪs commitment to social 

justice and evangelization. (United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, National Directory for Catechesis, 231) 

 

Shaped by Communion and Community 

Catholic school education places an emphasis on the school as communityŨan educational community of persons and a genuine community of 

faith. (Lay Catholics in Schools, 22, 41) Catholic schools should do everything they can to promote genuine trust and collaboration among teachers, 

with parents as the primary educators of their children, and with governing body members to foster appreciation of different gifts that build up a 

learning and faith community and strengthen academic excellence (Lay Catholics in Schools, 78).  The Catholic school should pay especially close 
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attention to the quality of interpersonal relations between teachers and students, ensuring that the student is seen as a person whose intellectual 

growth is harmonized with spiritual, religious, emotional, and social growth (The Catholic School on the Threshold of the Third Millennium, 18). 

 

Accessible to All Students 

By reason of their evangelizing mission, Catholic schools should be available to all people who desire a Catholic school education for their children 

(Gravissimum Educationis, 6; Code of Canon Law, Canons 793 #2; Renewing Our Commitment to Catholic Elementary and Secondary Schools in 

the Third Millennium, Introduction).  Catholic schools in concert with the Catholic community should do everything in their power to manage available 

resources and seek innovative options to ensure that Catholic school education is geographically, programmatically, physically, and financially 

accessible. 

 

Established by the Expressed Authority of the Bishop 

Canon Law states, ŬPastors of souls have the duty of making all possible arrangements so that all the faithful may avail themselves of a Catholic 

educationŭ (Code of Canon Law, Canon 794).  Bishops need to put forward the mission of Catholic schools, support and enhance the work of 

Catholic schools, and see that the education in the schools is based on principles of Catholic doctrine (John Paul II, Pastores Gregis, 52).  Catholic 

schools have a formal and defined relationship with the Bishop guided by a spirituality of ecclesial communion, and should work to establish a 

relationship marked by mutual trust, close cooperation, continuing dialogue, and respect for the BishopŪs legitimate authority (Code of Canon Law, 

Canon 803 #1 and #3; Miller, 2006, p. 33).

The ŬProcess of Faith Developmentŭ diagram gives a brief look at the process of faith development.  The age ranges described are the Ŭidealŭ but not 

necessarily the norm.  The arrows indicate that through lifeŪs experiences, individuals tend to move from one level to another. 

 

Conveyed Faith 
¶ Should grow in this phase during infancy and early childhood 
¶ Copy what parents speak about and act upon 
¶ Whatever the parent feels toward mom and dad, will be what is felt toward various faith 

objects 

Literal Faith 
¶ Should take part of this phase during early to middle childhood 
¶ Make meaning of the parentsŪ faith-belief system 
¶ Believe stories they are told are literally true 
¶ Can either give a child a sense of belonging or create a suspicion toward people who are 

different 
¶ Many people stay in this stage for life creating either a humble, dutiful attitude toward faith 

leaders and moral norms or an angry kind of us-vs-them fundamentalism 

Simulated Faith 
¶ Should begin this phase in adolescence and grow in it during the teen years 
¶ See faith as a way to facilitate easy social relationships in search of a supportive community 
¶ Tend to accept many of the teachings of the faith community without really deeply reflecting 
¶ Doctrines that seem Ŭmeanŭ or Ŭtoo hardŭ are either laid aside or outright rejected 
¶ Many people stay in this stage for life often times abandoning the faith 

Reflective Faith 
¶ Should grow in this phase during the early to middle adult years 
¶ Reflect more seriously and critically on the faith stories learned in youth 
¶ Ask hard questions about why certain things are true, in what context they are true and what 

levels of truth the stories convey 
¶ Become more suspicious of Ŭeasy answersŭ 
¶ Many people stay at this stage for life, becoming perpetual questioners/seekers 

Affirmed Faith 
¶ Should mature in this phase through middle to late adulthood 
¶ Develop a certainty about oneŪs own beliefs 
¶ Willing to re-examine certain beliefs and practices one used to reject or look down upon 
¶ Make connections between different concepts without Ŭfudgingŭ the truth 
¶ Look for deeper truths that connect polarized concepts 
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THE NEED FOR ŬGOODŭ FAITH FORMATION 
 

Today, children and youth are struggling in their faith, more than ever before.  Most young Catholic have voiced their desire to leave the faith by age 

13 because atheism is viewed as Ŭsmartŭ and faith as a Ŭfairy taleŭ in todayŪs culture.  Because of this view, we as Church need to better address 

the ChurchŪs history and relationship to science.  Our youth leave our Catholic schools to attend public institutions where faith becomes a 

secondary, or nonexistent, aspect of history and science.  This causes the misperception of faith as a Ŭfairy taleŭ.  Since the Christian faith was the 

birthplace of science, we need to do a better job of relaying this to our children, youth and families. 

 

What are the schools to do?  Fr. Matthew Schneider, LC, a professor of sociology at the University of Notre Dame, says, ŬIf they [children and youth] 

have a ũweekly activityŪ like catechesis, Bible study or youth group; if they have adults at the parish [or school] who are not their parents and who 

they can talk to about the faith; and if they have ũdeep spiritual experiences,Ū they have a much higher likelihood of remaining Catholic.ŭ

On the flip side, we need to ask, why do people make the personal decision to join the Catholic Church?  Here is a summary from The Mississippi 

Flows into the Tiber: A Guide to Notable American Catholic Converts to the Catholic Church, by John Beaumont.  Do we impart these things to 

our children, youth and families in our schools? 

 

Catholicism is visible through its beautiful, tangible buildings, distinct dress of priests, articulate rituals, unwavering laws and standards. 

 

Catholicism is universal, spanning the entire globe.  It is not just European or African or ancient or modern.  It is a faith for all men and women, 

worldwide.  Catholicity brings us away from parochialism. 

 

Catholicism endures.  The ChurchŪs continuity of teaching and ministry ŧ even at times of corruption ŧ is miraculous. 

 

Catholicism has direction.  When we Ŭwallow in skepticism and post-modern ennui, we need the galvanizing force of authority.ŭ  John Henry Newman 

said in a reflection of the ChurchŪs authority, Ŭit heals the wounds of the pride of man.ŭ 

 

Catholicism is beautiful.  The musical, artistic and literary legacy brings us closer to the truth of God in Christ. 

 

Catholicism elevates God in worship.  At the Mass there is an obvious hierarchy of laity, priest and Christ.  This encourages a spiritual elevation, Ŭan 

ascent of the soul to God in prayer.ŭ 

 

Catholicism has powerful witness.  We have the example of many saints and holy men and women to teach us how to live in Christ. 

 

Catholicism has moral doctrine.  Humans Ŭdesire to live in accord with higher standardsŭ.  The Church doesnŪt indulge our weaknesses but rather 

inspires us by speaking the truth.

WHAT IS THE ROLE OF THE CATHOLIC SCHOOL IN THE CHURCHŪS EVANGELIZING MISSION? 
 

Evangelization, in simple terms, is bringing the Good News of Jesus into every human situation and seeking to convert individuals and society by the 

divine power of the Gospel itself.  

 

Conversion is the change of our lives that comes about through the power of the Holy Spirit.  All who accept the Gospel undergo change as we 

continually put on the mind of Christ by rejecting sin and becoming more faithful disciples in His Church.  Unless we undergo conversion, we have 

not truly accepted the Gospel.  

 

By our baptism, we are all called to a deeper personal relationship with Jesus Christ.  What does this mean?  We are called, as remembered in a 

very common lesson in the historic Baltimore Catechism, Ŭto know, to love and to serve Him in this world, and to be happy with Him forever in the 

next.ŭ

Four popes since the Second Vatican Council have emphasized the ChurchŪs mission to be Christ to all people (ad gentes). They focused on three 

main groups of people in need of evangelization.   

1974 Pope Paul VI 

1983 Pope John Paul II 
2010 Pope Benedict XVI 

2013 Pope Francis 

 

Focus onŲ 

1)  The baptized who no longer practice their faith 
2)  Those who have never heard the Gospel 

3)  Those who are strong and fervent in their faith 
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Through these popes, we have come to know more deeply that we are all called to help others have a conversion of heart.  People need to know of 

and be able to put the faith into the context of the culture of the times.  Those being evangelized need to have experiences of GodŪs saving Grace 

through sacraments, prayer, Scripture, Church teachings and traditions.  We need to use methods of current times to bring people to the faith.  Pope 

Benedict specifically emphasized that we need to proclaim the Gospel to everyone ŧ even those who have already heard it. 
 

This diagram gives us an understanding of a process, not the solution, of our 

mindset and ability to accept and carry on the message of Christ within 

evangelization.

Pope Francis, through Evangelii Gaudium (The Joy of the Gospel) tells usŲ The joy 

of the gospel fills the hearts and lives of all who encounter Jesus. Those who accept 

His offer of salvation are set free from sin, sorrow, inner emptiness and loneliness. 

With Christ joy is constantly born anewŲ I wish to encourage the Christian faithful 

to embark upon a new chapter of evangelization marked by this joy, while pointing 

out new paths for the ChurchŪs journey in years to come.  

 

It is through this model of discipleship that we build hope.  A program isnŪt going to 

Ŭfixŭ anything.  Jesus Christ, present, will.  Personal relationships with others and 

Jesus Christ makes a huge impact on a personŪs faith.  Sharing the faith, builds an awareness of truth, rather than relying on assumptions.  People 

who know and love their faith will be able to share their faith and defend it to others.  Still today, 90% of adults believe there is a God.  We need to 

build on that.  The Church is not a problem to be solved, but a mystery to be embraced. 

 

It is the diocesan vision to build the Church up in our homes, schools and parishes ŧ one person at a time.  When we, as a discipler, reach out to one 

individual, that one, in turn, reaches out to another.  It is by the guidance of ChristŪs message on the road to Emmaus that we fulfill this pattern.   

 

It glorifies God when we raise up new saints.  We want our students to become saints.  Therefore we need to instill in our students:   

¶ A conviction about the truth - St. Pope John Paul II said, ŬThe Church imposes nothingŭ, because of our free will, we need to propose the 

truth about God and the human person. 

¶ A sense of order - there is a Catholic wisdom that needs to permeate all aspects of the life of our schools. 

¶ A sense of oneŪs God-given purpose or mission - help them to discern GodŪs will and help them to grow in faith and courage 

 

Schools are integral to the Church, not only because of who our Lord is, but also because of who we are.  We are persons, not animals or robots.  

God has created us with a dignity and a capacity for wisdom.  We need to learn wisdom and to grow in wisdom.  Our schools provide privileged 

opportunities for this education during the most formative years of our lives.

Goal 1:  Because every baptized Catholic is called to holiness, we need to acknowledge that faith is a gift from God and God therefore calls us to 

discipleship.  To become true disciples of Jesus Christ, we must continue/begin a lifelong process of conversion.  We need to nourish ourselves with: 

¶ prayer,  

¶ reading of Scripture,  

¶ learning more about what the Catholic Church teaches,  

¶ sharing our faith with others,  

¶ participating in the sacraments and  

¶ reaching out to others in service and justice. 

And we must foster a climate of conversion among faculty, staff, students and families. 

 

The teachers shouldŲ 

¶ Realize that their first responsibility is to be attentive to their own relationship with Jesus Christ. 

¶ Realize that he/she must constantly endeavor to transmit by his teaching and behavior the teaching and life of JesusŲ what assiduous

¶ See their vocation as expressed by St. Mother Teresa of Calcutta, You have been taught by those who have given their whole lives to 

Christ.  By their example, they have kindled the light of Christ in your lives.  The time has come for you to likewise kindle the same light of 

Christ in the lives of those around you. 

¶ See each student as a child of God and seek to foster each childŪs spiritual growth. 

¶ Connect faith to life.

¶ Realize that catechetical instruction is always about formation and transformation, as well as information. 

¶ Acknowledge the varying levels of faith in students. 

¶ Proclaim his/her own faith by words and actions. 

¶ Seek to bring others to Christ by the witness of his/her life. 

¶ Reach out to families to engage them in the religious formation of their child(ren). 

¶ Be aware of non-Catholic parents and make them welcome in what can seem an alien environment. 

¶ Set aside time each day for his/her own personal prayer and spiritual reading. 

¶ Pray with the students. 

¶ Set up a prayer space in each learning center/classroom. 

¶ Pray for each of his/her students by name each day. 

¶ Use the Ŭfamilyŭ or Ŭat homeŭ pages of the religion text as class assignments. 

¶ Involve families in religion curriculum by giving children assignments that promote family discussion of faith and moral life. 

¶ Explain to parents the purpose and meaning of the liturgical year or sacramental celebrations that Catholic students are participating in. 

¶ Invite parents to participate, in appropriate ways, with liturgical and sacramental celebrations with their child(ren). 

¶ Use the current religion curriculum as part of planning each subject area ŧ Ŭplanned integrationŭ. 

¶ Have wisdom and virtue living within him/her. 

¶ Ensure they Ŭtalk the talkŭ to prevent the problem of students learning skills without wisdom, or learn the mechanics of Ŭpracticing the faithŭ 

without any true personal appropriation of the Christian life.  

¶ Build the right kind of culture within the school.   

¶ Be Ŭcounter culturalŭ as Jesus proclaimed in Matthew 10:16 ŧ Behold, I am sending you like sheep in the midst of wolves; so be shrewd as 

serpents and simple as doves. 

 

Goal 2: As baptized Catholics we are called to Ŭgo and make disciplesŭ.  We need to invite all people to hear the message of salvation in Jesus

¶ Ensure that the non-Catholic student finds a hospitable and welcoming environment in which to grow and learn. 

¶ Help children understand that there is one baptism and by it, we are claimed for Christ. 

¶ Instill in students an appreciation for the gifts and heritage of different faith traditions. 

¶ Participate in diocesan and parish sponsored adult faith formation classes/offerings. 

¶ Know the religious preference and background of his/her students and parents. 

¶ Reverence and celebrate the stories of everyoneŪs baptism. 

¶ Invite students of other faith traditions to share their stories and traditions. 

¶ Find appropriate opportunities throughout the year to share parts of his/her faith journey with his/her students. 

¶ Minimize the degree to which the children might Ŭpick up mixed signalsŭ during the years of their education. 

 

Goal 3: We are called to foster Gospel values in our society, promoting the dignity of the human person, the importance of the family; and the 

common good of our society; so that our nation may continue to be transformed by the saving power of Jesus Christ.  St. Pope John Paul II wrote in 

ŬThe Religious Dimension of Education in a Catholic Schoolŭ, Faith which does not become culture is not received fully, not assimilated entirely, not 

lived faithfully.  

 

The teachers shouldŲ 

¶ Help children understand their baptismal call to discipleship. 

¶ Teach about the richness of the social teachings of the Church. 

¶ Include critical appraisals of media and the culture within the curriculum.

Anyone teaching scripture should read the document Dei Verbum (http://www.vatican.va/archive/hist_councils/ii_vatican_council/documents/vat-ii_const_19651118_dei-verbum_en.html). This 

document will help in the understanding of the Catholic ChurchŪs practice, knowledge and implementation of Scripture into the faith. 

 

Because the Old and New Testament Scriptures are the divinely-revealed, written Word of God, Catholics venerate the Scriptures as they venerate the Lord's body. But Catholics do not believe that 

God has given us His divine Revelation in Christ exclusively through Scripture. Catholics also believe that God's Revelation comes to us through the Apostolic Tradition and teaching authority of the 

Church.  

 

By virtue of this divinely-appointed authority, the Catholic Church determined the canon of Scripture (what books belong in the Bible) at the end of the fourth century. We therefore believe in the 

Scriptures on the authority of the Catholic Church. After all, nothing in Scripture tells us what Scriptures are inspired, what books belong in the Bible, or that Scripture is the final authority on questions 

concerning the Christian faith. Instead, the Bible says that the Church, not the Scriptures, is the pinnacle and foundation of the truth (1 Tim. 3:15) and the final arbiter on questions of the Christian 

faith (Matt. 18:17). It is through the teaching authority and Apostolic Tradition (2 Thess. 2:15; 3:6; 1 Cor. 11:2) of this Church, who is guided by the Holy Spirit (John 14:16,26; 16:13), that we know of 

the divine inspiration of the Scriptures, and the manifold wisdom of God. (cf. Ephesians 3:10).
